Attendance, Punctuality & Safeguarding
I agree to:
· Wear my ID badge visibly at all times to safeguard myself and all other members of the school community.

Communication
I agree to:
· Download the BrightSpace Pulse App from the iTunes or Google Play stores and familiarise myself with it. I also agree to use all my course materials and additional resources available here.
· Download the Outlook App from the iTunes or Google Play stores.
· Check my school email account, Brightspace AND the plasma screens on a daily basis and respond within 24 hours to any communication from my tutor, teachers or the Post 16 team on any platform.
· Inform the Post 16 Office promptly of any changes to my home address, email address or mobile phone number.
Behaviour & Dress Code
I agree to:
· Approach school life in a mature, honest and open way. Use Sixth Form areas with maturity, due consideration for the environment (eg picking up litter) and respect for other users.
