	Covers the foundations of criminal responsibility, including *actus reus* (the physical act), *mens rea* (the mental intent), causation, and strict liability offences. Students learn how these elements must be proven for a conviction.
	Focuses on offences such as assault, battery, ABH (s.47), GBH (s.20 and s.18). Students study definitions, case law, and the hierarchy of severity, alongside criticisms and possible reforms.
	Includes murder and voluntary/involuntary manslaughter. Students explore how intent and partial defences like diminished responsibility and loss of control affect liability.
	Examines theft, robbery, burglary, and related dishonesty offences. Key cases e.g. concepts like appropriation, intention to permanently deprive, and use of force are studied.
	Covers both complete and partial defences such as self-defence, intoxication, duress, necessity, automatism, and insanity. Students evaluate how and when these defences apply and their effectiveness in achieving justice.

	Central to Tort Law, this topic explores how individuals can claim compensation for harm caused by others’ carelessness. Students study duty of care (e.g., Donoghue v Stevenson), breach, and damage, as well as policy considerations.
	Focuses on the duty owed by those in control of premises to lawful visitors (under the 1957 Act) and trespassers (under the 1984 Act). Students analyse statutory duties and real-life implications.
	Covers private nuisance (interference with enjoyment of land) and the Rylands v Fletcher rule (liability for escape of dangerous things). Students consider how these protect land use and balance competing interests.
	Examines when an employer is held legally responsible for the actions of their employees, particularly in the course of employment. Recent case developments and fairness of this principle are discussed.
	Includes defences such as contributory negligence, consent (volenti), and remedies like damages and injunctions. Students evaluate whether the law provides fair compensation.

	Covers the essential elements needed to form a legally binding agreement: offer, acceptance, consideration, and intention to create legal relations. Includes analysis of written, verbal, and electronic contracts.
	Focuses on the content of contracts, including express and implied terms, conditions, warranties, and innominate terms. Also examines exclusion clauses and statutory protections.
	Deals with factors that may invalidate a contract, including misrepresentation, mistake, duress, and undue influence. Students assess how the law protects parties from unfair agreements.
	Explores how contracts can be legally ended: by performance, breach, agreement, or frustration (where unforeseen events make performance impossible). Students study the legal consequences of discharge.
	Includes legal responses to breach, such as damages (compensatory, nominal, or punitive), specific performance, and injunctions. Students consider the effectiveness and limitations of each remedy.
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Law is the study of the rules that govern sociely and the principles that underpin justice.
Throughout the AQA Adlevel Low course, students will explore how laws are made and inferpreted, how the legal system operates, and how jusfice is defivered in

praciice. Key areas of study include Criminal Law, where students examine offences such as assaull, theft, and murder; Torl Law, which looks ot issues fike negl
gence, occupiers’ fabllity, and remedies; and Conlract Law, which covers ihe formation, ferms, and enforcement of agreements.

Students will develop fhe abilty fo analyse legal scenarios, apply legal rules accurately, and consiruct logical, wellreasaned arguments. By fhe end of fhe course,
students willfhink ke legal scholars—undersianding how the law funcfions, how if evolves, and how it balances the rights and responsibiifies of individuals.

Law enables students fo understand the impact of legal rules on everyday lfe and fhe wider society. It encourages refiecion on usfice, morality, and faimess, and
develops sssenfial skils such as crifical fhinking, problem-solving, and sffecfive communication. Students will ako consider widerissues such as udicial precedent,
sfafutory inferprefafion, and fhe relafionship befween law and moraity

The analyfical and evaluaive skils gained ihvough siudying Adlevel Law are highly ransferable and valued in o wide range of careers,incluging law, cminology.
policing, polifics, business, and public service.
