Blazer Navy blazer with school badge. Blazers must be always worn. Blazers can
only be removed with staff permission, excepft for during lunchtime
recreational activities.

Kilt/Skirt The grey tartan kilt is compulsory for students in Year 7 and Year 8 from S
(or trousers) September 2026. "

T

Studentsin Years 9 - 11 are welcome to either wear the grey kilt or to 5

contfinue to wear the pleated mid grey skirt.

Year 7 and Year 8 students cannot revert to wearing the grey skirt once
they move up to the next year.
A fully pleated plain mid grey skirt for students in Years 9 — 11.

All kilts and skirts must be worn correctly and should not be rolled up or
tailored. The hemline of the skirt must be within a 5cm tolerance of the

knee.
Trousers Classic suit style frousers in mid-grey. Worn at the waist (with an opfional
(or kilt/skirt) plain buckled black belt). Trousers should have a crease down the front

and a zip fly front.

Tight fitting or cropped trousers are not acceptable. No stretch fabrics,
jeans stye, turn ups, or flares.




Shirt and tie or
blouse

All hard collared shirts are to be buttoned up to the top. These shirts are to
be worn with a school tie and must be tucked in.

Short sleeved shirts are allowed.

Revere collar white blouses are an alternative option and do not require a
tie, they must be worn correctly.

All students are sfill permitted to wear our legacy blue striped blouse. This is
being phased out due to cost.

School Tie

The school tie must be worn with a hard collared white shirt, with the
buttons done up to the top.

Our school clip on tie is available in two lengths of 16" and 19".

School Shoes

Plain, sensible, polishable flat black shoes with no visible markings or logos.

Boots are not permitted. Slip-on shoes may only be worn if they fully cover
the top of the fooft, providing protection. Open-toe shoes are not allowed.

Jumper
(Optional)

A navy V-neck school jumper may be worn in addition to the blazer. No
other jumpers or hoodies are allowed.

Socks or tights

Grey, black, or navy-blue socks must cover the ankle. White socks are not
allowed.
Plain grey or black tights. Socks must not be worn over tights.

Leggings, fooftless tights, and patterned tights are not allowed.

Hair Accessories

There should be no extreme hairstyles or unnatural variations in the colour or length of hair which have the effect of

(Optional) drawing attention to the individual.
e Hair bands and ribbons: plain black or navy blue
e Hat, scarf, gloves: plain black or navy blue
e Turban: plain black or navy blue
¢ Hijab: plain black or navy blue. The hijab should be no longer than the shoulder, leaving the badge of the blazer
clearly visible.
Burgas, or face veils such as the nigab, are not allowed.
Jewellery, None, excepft that students with pierced ears may wear one small plain metallic stud in each ear. No other studs are

Undergarments

Undergarments should be plain white and must not contain lettering which may be visible through the blouse or shirt.

Bags

A black rucksack or other appropriately sized school bag.

Polo shirt

Choice of a V-neck or buttoned polo shirt with the school logo on.

(As an option, a navy-blue long-sleeved skin without visible
branding may be worn underneath the V-neck or polo shirt for
outdoor sports. The optional skin can be purchased from any shop)
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Shorts

Plain navy polyester PE shorts. PE shorts must not be skin-tight
cycling shorts; they must be loose fitting.

Our current West Bridgford School navy-blue shorts and navy-blue 2
in1 layered shorts are still permitted but are being phased out due
to cost.

(As an option, plain navy-blue leggings, (made from
polyamide/elastane) may be worn underneath the shorts as an
additional layer to provide warmth. The polyester shorts and
optional leggings can be purchased from any shop. Leggings must
not be worn on their own, only as an additional layer.

Rugby top
(Optional)

A reversible long-sleeved jersey for football,
hockey, and rugby.

This Light blue reversable Rugby top with Logo is available as an
optional item. This is being phased out but most sizes are still
available.

Unisex Y4 zip top
(Optional)

4 zipped top with the school logo.

This item cannot be worn for football and rugby.




Socks

White ankle socks must be worn with sports trainers for indoor use.

Navy blue football socks must be worn with football boots for field
activities.

Gum shield
Shin guards

Swimming

Gum shields must be worn for rugby and hockey.
Shin pads must be worn for hockey and football.

Plain black or navy-blue swimming costume/shorts/frunks.
Please note that you can purchase these from a store of your choice. Alternatively, some items are available from
Just Schoolwear.

Jewellery must be removed during all activities. New piercings must be taped accordingly in line with policy.

Hair must be tied up away from the face.

PE footwear:

Trainers

Separate non marking trainers must be worn for PE, everyday school shoes will not be suitable.
