You will need to purchase your own copies of the following texts:
Death of A Salesman by Arthur Miller (Methuen Drama edition)
 Othello by William Shakepseare (Arden Shakespeare).
Please do purchase the suggested editions as both have good introductions and teachers will be referring to page numbers from these editions throughout your course.
1) Read both set texts actively by making annotations in pencil. Aim to pick out tragic aspects.
2) Research: what makes a drama a tragedy? Write a page of notes showing what you’ve learnt about key elements of tragedy.
3) Create your own tragedy - Write your own short story (500 words) that includes aspects of tragedy.
4) Also find and watch film versions of both plays or if possible attend a live performance.
